SERIES INFO: This game will be the 96th all-time
between the Ole Miss Rebels and LSU Tigers dating
back to 1894. LSU is Ole Miss’ second-most played
opponent besides Mississippi State, whom the Rebels
will play for the 104th time on November 23. LSU holds
a 54-37-4 advantage in the series. The Tigers have won
five straight overall and three in a row at Vaught-
Hemingway Stadium. LSU holds a 7-4-1 edge in Oxford
and prevailed 40-7 in 2005. Ole Miss’ last victory in the
series was a 35-24 triumph in Baton Rouge in 2001 and
the last win at Vaught-Hemingway Stadium was a 37-31
overtime finish in 1998.

WHAT TO WATCH FOR: Four of the last five games in
the Ole Miss-LSU series have been decided by three
points or less, including the Tigers’ 23-20 overtime win a
year ago ... The Rebels are facing the nation’s No. 1
team for the first time since 1994, a 38-14 home loss to

Florida ... This will mark Ole Miss’ fourth game of the
season against a top-25 foe and second against a top-
five opponent ... Senior RB BenJarvus Green-Ellis is 33
rushing yards short of 1,000 for the year ... He is averag-
ing 96.7 yards per game and coming off his fourth 100-
yard game of the year.

OLE MISS HEAD COACH ED ORGERON: Ed Orgeron
(Northwestern State, 1984) is in his third season as the
Ole Miss head coach, having been hired on Dec. 16,
2004. He has a career coaching record of 10-23. Ole
Miss is Orgeron’s first career head coaching position,
although he possesses over 20 years of college coach-
ing experience, most recently as an assistant head coach
on USC’s 2003 and 2004 national champion teams.
Orgeron is 0-2 against LSU as a head coach.

LSU HEAD COACH LES MILES: Les Miles is 31-5 in his
third season as the head coach of the LSU Tigers. He
has a career mark of 59-26 (.694 winning pct.) in seven
seasons as a collegiate head coach. Prior to LSU, Miles
served four seasons as the head coach at Oklahoma
State from 2001-2004, posting a 28-21 record and guid-
ing the Cowboys to three bowl appearances. One of
those postseason berths was the 2004 Cotton Bowl,
where his OSU squad lost to Ole Miss 31-28 in Miles’
only confrontation with the Rebels. The 2002 Big 12
Coach of the Year, Miles served as an assistant with
Michigan, Colorado and the Dallas Cowboys before tak-
ing over at OSU. He is 2-1 against Ole Miss.

LSU SCOUTING REPORT: LSU has clinched a spot as
the Western Division champion in the SEC
Championship game. The Tigers have five wins over
teams ranked in the top 18 and knocked off Louisiana
Tech 58-10 Saturday on homecoming. LSU leads the
SEC in total offense and is second in rushing at 220.2

yards per game. Senior RB Jacob Hester leads the way
with 706 yards and eight TDs. Senior QB Matt Flynn has
completed 144-of-260 passes for 1,856 yards with 14
TDs and 10 interceptions. Sophomore WR Brandon
LaFell boasts 39 receptions for 535 yards and two
scores, while senior Early Doucet and junior Demetrius
Byrd have each hauled in four TDs passes. LSU contin-
ues to have one of the nation's best all-around defenses
as the Tigers are ranked in the top 10 nationally in five
categories this week - total defense (236.8 ypg), pass
efficiency defense (92.6 rating), rushing defense (66.0
ypg), pass defense (170.8 ypg) and in scoring defense
(16.7 ppg). Senior SS Craig Seltz tops the squad with 68
total tackles and four interceptions, and sophomore LB
Ali Highsmith has collected 60 stops with six QB hurries.
On the line, senior ends Kirston Pittman and Glenn
Dorsey have each notched 11.5 TFLs and six sacks.
Junior K Colt David is the SEC’s second-leading scorer
with 111 points, connecting on 19-of-25 FGs and all 48
PATs.

Chris Jackson connected on a
42-yard kick to pull LSU to 24-20 at the end of the third, and in the
fourth, the Tigers drove 61 yards, with Broussard giving LSU the lead
on a 7-yard scoring run with 10:51 left in the game.

ATTACKING THE RECORD BOOK: At 967 rushing
yards on the year, senior RB BenJarvus Green-Ellis
is now 33 yards short of 1,000 yards. If he reaches
that mark, he would become only the second player in
school history to reach the 1,000-yard single-season
mark twice in his career, joining Kayo Dotley (1949
and 1950). Green-Ellis is on pace to finish the year
with 1,162 yards, which would be the second-highest
single-season total in school history behind Kayo
Dottley’s 1,312 in 1949. Green-Ellis has risen to sixth
on the career list with 1,967 yards. 

THRICE IS NICE: BenJarvus Green-Ellis turned in
the first three-touchdown game of his career against
Northwestern State. The 41-yard TD trot in the first
quarter was his second-longest run of the year. He
boasts five rushing TDs this year and 12 for his
career.

• With 120 rushing yards against Northwestern State,
BenJarvus Green-Ellis posted his fourth 100-yard
game of the season and eighth of his career ... Green-
Ellis ranks fourth in the SEC rushing at 96.7 yards per
game.

88 receiving yards on four catches vs. the Demons
with his fourth TD of the year, a 10-yarder from Brent
Schaeffer.

Jerry also notched
his first career interception against Northwestern
State and equaled his high of six solo stops. 

TONY THE TACKLER: Junior LB Tony Fein has put
on tackling display of late, totaling 37 stops over the
last three games. Fein followed up his 13-tackle per-
formance against Arkansas with a career-high 16 at
Auburn. It marked the most stops by a Rebel since
Rory Johnson’s 16 against Vanderbilt last year. Fein
posted eight solos against Northwestern State and is
tied for second on the team in total stops with 69.

averaging 7.6 tackles per game over the last five
games.
• The Rebel defense recorded its first shutout under
Ed Orgeron against Louisiana Tech and first since the
2003 regular-season finale at Mississippi State (31-0).
• In the win over Memphis, the Rebels intercepted four
passes for the first time since the 2004 Wyoming
game ... Ole Miss totaled three interceptions the entire
2006 season.

SPECIALTY NOTES
• Junior Mike Wallace notched his first return for a TD
with his 77-yard kickoff return against Northwestern
State … It marked the first kickoff return for a TD by a
Rebel since Jason Armstead's 93-yard score in the
2001 Murray State game.
• Sophomore Dexter McCluster broke free for a 19-
yard punt return against the Demons, which was the
longest by a Rebel this season.
• Sophomore Justin Sparks handled some kickoffs
for the first time in his career and averaged 64.7 yards
on six kickoffs.

BLOCK PARTY: Ole Miss has blocked three kicks
this year — two punts and one field goal. Against
Alabama, junior DB Dustin Mouzon broke free for the
first punt block of his career in the third quarter. The
ball bounced out of bounds at the Alabama eight yard-
line to set up a Rebel TD. Mouzon was also active on
special teams against Louisiana Tech. Under three
minutes left in the game, senior DL Brandon Jenkins
registered his first career block on a Bulldog 37-yard
FG attempt, and Mouzon recovered and returned it 55
yards for the TD. In addition, the Rebels scored on
special teams in the opener at Memphis, blocking a
punt for a TD for the first time since 1995. Junior DB
Jamarca Sanford got his first career block, and soph-
omore DB Kendrick Lewis recovered it in the end
zone for his first TD. The Rebels have blocked eight
kicks in Ed Orgeron’s three years as Ole Miss coach.

MORE MOUZON: Junior DB Dustin Mouzon has not
taken an offensive snap this year but has two TDs.
Against Louisiana Tech, Mouzon scored on special
teams when he recovered a blocked field goal and jet-
ted 55 yards for the touchdown. In the opener against
Memphis, he reached pay dirt on defense, returning
an interception 99 yards for a TD. It tied the third-
longest interception return in school history and was
the longest by a Rebel since Louis Guy's 103-yard
return in 1962. Mouzon finished the Memphis game
with two picks, six solo stops and a fumble recovery in
earning SEC Defensive Player of the Week honors.

He became the first Rebel with two interceptions in
the same game since Von Hutchins against Arkansas
State in 2002, and Mouzon is first to earn weekly hon-
ors by the league since LB Rory Johnson following
last year’s Vanderbilt game.

FAST STARTERS: Ole Miss led at the end of the first
quarter against Northwestern State for the sixth time
this year with the 17-0 advantage. The Rebels have
outscored the opposition 51-31 this season

MIDSEASON HONORS: Junior OL Michael Oher
was named a Mid-Season All-America first teamer by
The Sporting News and a fourth teamer by Phil
Steele, who also listed Oher on his All-SEC first team.
Senior RB BenJarvus Green-Ellis and sophomore
DL Greg Hardy made Phil Steele’s All-SEC second
team, while junior WR Mike Wallace and junior LB
Ashlee Palmer were honored on the third team.

REBELS ON PRESEASON WATCH LISTS: Three
Rebels were named to preseason watch lists for some
of college football’s most prestigious awards. Junior
Michael Oher was listed as an early candidate for
both the Rotary Lombardi Award and the Outland
Trophy. The Lombardi Award recognizes the nation’s
top lineman, while the Outland Trophy honors the best
interior lineman. Senior BenJarvus Green-Ellis was
named to the Watch List for the Maxwell Award, which
is presented to the outstanding collegiate football
player in America, as well as the Doak Walker Award
as the top running back.

The award, sponsored by Phi Beta Sigma fraternity,
honors the late Chucky Mullins, who had his Ole Miss
career come to an end during the 1989 Homecoming
game against Vanderbilt when he was paralyzed after
making a tackle.  After returning to his studies at Ole
Miss, Mullins passed away on May 6, 1991. Garrett,
who wears No. 54, will have the honor of wearing a
"38" patch on his jersey during his senior campaign.
Mullins wore No. 38 as a player at Ole Miss.

HALL OF FAME REBEL: On Aug. 4, former Rebel
Gene Hickerson was inducted into the Pro Football
Hall of Fame in Canton, Ohio. The 6-foot-3, 248
pounder lettered three years at Ole Miss (1955-57)
before anchoring the Cleveland Browns' offensive line
for 15 seasons. Drafted in the sixth round in 1957,
Hickerson was named an All-Pro five straight years
(1966-70) and was voted to the Pro Bowl six consec-
utive seasons (1966-71). During his time in
Cleveland, the Browns never had a losing record.
Hickerson's son, Bob, accepted on behalf of his
father, before Gene was brought onto the stage in a
wheelchair guided by former teammates Jim Brown,
Leroy Kelly and Bobby Mitchell — all running backs
he helped get into the hall.

(AP) - BenJarvus Green-Ellis rushed for 120 yards and a
career-high three touchdowns, as Ole Miss snapped a three-game losing streak
with a 38-31 win over Northwestern State.

With a 17-14 third-quarter lead, Mike Wallace extended the lead with a 77-
yard kickoff return for a touchdown for Ole Miss (3-7).

The point total was the most for Ole Miss since a 31-28 win over South
Carolina in 2004. The Demons (3-6) rallied with two late scores, and the Rebels
held the ball for the last 3:16 to preserve the win.

Ole Miss built a 17-0 first-quarter lead with 222 yards of total offense and
Green-Ellis' touchdown runs of 41 and 25 yards.

Northwestern State pulled within 17-14 in the opening six minutes of the sec-
ond half on a 28-yard reverse by Tyler Cheramie and a 16-yard pass from
Germayne Edmond to Adam Varnado.

Ole Miss answered with Wallace's kickoff return and a 10-yard touchdown
pass from backup quarterback Brent Schaeffer to Shay Hodge that made it 31-
14.

Defensive tackle Peria Jerry intercepted a pass to set up Green-Ellis' 4-yard
scoring run with 12:01 left for a 38-17 cushion. The Rebels forced three
turnovers, converting two into second-half touchdowns.

But Northwestern State scored twice in the final eight minutes to make the
game close. Edmond scored on a 3-yard run, followed by a 37-yard touchdown
pass from Drew Branch to Kedrin Seastrunk with 3:16 left.

BATON ROUGE, La. (AP) - Colt David kicked a 26-yard field goal in overtime to lift No.
9 LSU to a 23-20 victory over Ole Miss.

JaMarcus Russell and Dwayne Bowe hooked up on a fourth down touchdown pass in
the final seconds of regulation to send the game into overtime. LSU (9-2, 5-2) could have
won in regulation after Bowe's touchdown, but the Rebels blocked the extra point.

Ole Miss (3-8, 1-6 SEC) opened overtime on offense, but LSU's Daniel Francis forced
Rebel quarterback Brent Schaeffer to fumble and Tyson Jackson recovered for the
Tigers. 

LSU trailed 20-7 when the Tigers opened a drive on their own 41-yard line with 11:13
to play. Russell marched LSU down the field in 2:27, hitting Doucet for a leaping grab in
the end zone on a 4-yard pass to make the score 20-14. Russell completed five passes
for 46 yards on the drive, misfiring only once.

LSU's final drive began at the Tigers' 42 with 2:35 remaining. Russell drove quickly
drove LSU downfield with a pair of completions and scrambles of 15 and 12 yards to set
up a first-and-goal at the 5. But three straight incompletions left Ole Miss one play from
victory when Russell and Bowe connected for the second time in the game.

Ole Miss held the Tigers to a scoreless tie through the first quarter, even converting a
fake punt on fourth-and-1 on its opening drive. But the Rebels paid for trying a second
fake punt in their own territory late in the first quarter. It failed and led to LSU's first score
off the game as Russell hit Bowe on a third-and-goal from the 13 for a 7-0 lead early in
the second quarter.

The ensuring kickoff went into the end zone for what should have been a touchback,
but LSU was called offsides. On the rekick, Marshay Green found an opening on the left
side, then cut right for a 53-yard return to the LSU 34. Six plays later, Hall took a screen
pass 22 yards for a score.

Ole Miss gambled again, recovering an onside kick on the LSU 39. After a 15-yard per-
sonal foul took Ole Miss to the LSU 19, Green-Ellis carried five times in a row, the last a
soaring dive over a pile at the goal line to put the Rebels up 14-7 before a shocked crowd
of 92,449 in Death Valley. It was the first time all season LSU had found itself trailing in
eight games in Tiger Stadium.

Green came up with anther big return, this one for 62 yards, as Ole Miss opened the
second half on the LSU 33. Kicker Joshua Shene, who missed a late field goal from 37
yards late in the first half, hit from 38 to put Ole Miss ahead 17-7.

Riding the back of Green-Ellis' powerful runs again, the Rebels took a 20-7 lead on
Shene's 45-yard field goal late in the third quarter.

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MEMPHIS (AP) - Dustin Mouzon returned one of his two interceptions 99 yards
for a touchdown and Ole Miss stopped Memphis' potential game-tying 2-point con-
version with 31 seconds left in a 23-21 victory Saturday.

Martin Hankins connected with Duke Calhoun on an 8-yard touchdown to pull
Memphis within two points. But Hankins' pass was incomplete as Ole Miss (1-0) won
its third straight in the series that dates to 1921. Rebel coach Ed Orgeron has never
lost to the Tigers.

Seth Adams threw for 201 yards and another touchdown for the Rebels.
Hankins finished with 343 yards on 41-of-60 passing.
Mouzon's scoring return late in the first half was one of two Ole Miss touchdowns

not by the offense. The Rebels' special teams got on the board in the first half when
they blocked a Memphis punt and recovered the loose ball in the end zone.

Turnovers were aplenty as Memphis (0-1) committed five and the Rebels had
three fumbles.

Ole Miss led 20-0 at the half. Adams completed his first seven passes, one of
them a 16-yard scoring toss to Greg Hardy on the first Ole Miss possession.

Mouzon was providing the defensive strength for Ole Miss, intercepting Hankins
twice and recovering a fumble. On the second interception, Mouzon stepped in front
of Calhoun near the end zone, and sprinted down the left sideline for a touchdown
late in the half.

Between Hardy's touchdown catch and Mouzon's return, the Rebels benefited
from another Tigers' mistake. Jamarca Sanford blocked a Memphis punt and the ball
was recovered in the end zone by Kendrick Lewis for an Ole Miss touchdown.

Memphis rallied in the second half as Joseph Doss scored on a 1-yard run late in
the third period, and reserve quarterback Matt Malouf added a 4-yard run in the
fourth to set the stage for the final Memphis drive and Calhoun's touchdown catch.

OXFORD, Miss. (AP) -- Despite its best offensive showing in four years, Ole
Miss could not complete a second-half rally in a 38-25 loss to Missouri in the
home opener. 

BenJarvus Green-Ellis rushed for 226 yards and Seth Adams threw for 305
and three TDs, as the senior duo turned career days for the the Rebels (1-1).

Chase Daniel accounted for a career-high 396 total yards and threw five
touchdowns passes as Missouri sprinted to a 28-point lead then held on for the
win.

The Tigers (2-0) built a halftime lead of 28-7 with four touchdowns and 245
yards passing. Daniel then seemed to put the Rebels away with a 38-yard
touchdown pass to Greg Bracey just 1:12 into the third quarter that gave the
Tigers a 35-7 lead.

But Adams led the Rebels' push, completing 23 of 41 passes in his second
start. His scoring passes of 68 yards to Mike Wallace and 3 yards to Greg
Hardy in the third quarter cut Missouri's lead to 38-19.

Green-Ellis cut it to 38-25 with a 2-yard touchdown run early in the fourth
quarter. But failed conversions cost Ole Miss 5 points, and the Rebels couldn't
overcome their first-half mistakes, including Green-Ellis' fumble at the Missouri
7.

Ole Miss’ 534 total yards is the most in the Ed Orgeron era, and the most
since 567 total yards against Wyoming in 2004. Wallace joined in the career
performances with 136 receiving yards on 7 receptions, while Hardy recorded
a TD catch for the third straight game. All three of his career grabs have gone
for scores.

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OXFORD, Miss. (AP) -- Florida's last trip to Oxford resulted in a Rebel upset of
the No. 6 Gators in 2002. Ole Miss nearly pulled a repeat performance but fell just
short in a 30-24 Florida win.

Tim Tebow passed for two touchdowns, ran for two more and set a school record
for quarterbacks with 166 yards rushing to help No. 3 Florida (4-0, 2-0) hold off the
Rebels (1-3, 0-2).

Ole Miss rallied to cut Florida's advantage to 27-24 on Seth Adams' 71-yard
touchdown pass to Mike Wallace with 7 seconds left in the third quarter. But Tony
Joiner ended the rally when he picked off a pass by Adams on the Rebels' next
drive. Their final drive ended when they failed to make a first down on a fake punt.

Tebow answered with 37 yards rushing on a 12-play, 53-yard drive that consumed
5:55 and ended with Joey Ijjas' 25-yard field goal. The Rebels failed to make a first
down on their final drive.

Ole Miss was able to move the ball on the Gators' young defense with 390 yards
of total offense, but was hurt by penalties deep into Florida territory.

The Rebels got field goals by Joshua Shene of 40, 32 and 22 yards on its first
three scoring drives. He also missed a 48-yarder late in the second half.

But Adams, whose status was in doubt after he sprained his right shoulder against
Vanderbilt, brought Ole Miss back with a 19-yard touchdown pass to Shay Hodge
with 2:47 remaining in the third that cut Florida's lead to 27-16.

Then after hitting Wallace on the next series, he connected with Marshay Green
on the 2-point conversion to bring the Rebels within 27-24 with a quarter to play.

Adams finished with 302 yards passing and Michael Hicks had three catches for
89 yards, while the Rebel defense held the nation's No. 2 scoring offense 26 points
below its season average.

Tebow engineered two second-half touchdown drives, scoring on a 6-yard run and
throwing a 37-yard touchdown pass to Louis Murphy.

The sophomore, who was the nation's No. 2 passer coming into the game, fin-
ished with 261 yards passing. Percy Harvin had 11 catches for 121 yards and a 19-
yard touchdown catching the second quarter that helped the Gators to a 14-6 half-
time lead.

NASHVILLE, Tenn. (AP) -- Despite two touchdown catches by Mike Wallace,
Ole Miss could not hold off a balanced Vanderbilt offense in a 31-17 road loss
in the Rebels' SEC opener. Wallace posted his second straight 100-yard receiv-
ing game with 139, including 54 yards on a fourth-quarter scoring toss from
Brent Schaeffer.

Chris Nickson threw for 200 yards and ran for 78 more and a touchdown to
lead Vanderbilt. Cassen Jackson-Garrison had three touchdowns and 127
yards rushing, and the Commodores (2-1) improved to 1-1 in the Southeastern
Conference, while the Rebels (1-2) dropped their league opener for the fourth
consecutive year. Ole Miss fell to 46-34-2 against Vanderbilt.

Schaeffer relieved Seth Adams in the fourth quarter, and threw the touch-
down pass to Wallace on his first attempt to narrow the score to 24-17.
Schaeffer failed to complete a pass on the following possession, and Jackson-
Garrison scored for the Commodores on a short field to put the game out of
reach.

Nickson, hampered all week by a sore hamstring, completed his first 10 pass-
es to pace a Commodores offense that gained a season-high 183 rushing
yards.

Adams threw for 154 yards on 10-for-17 passing, including a 36-yard touch-
down to Mike Wallace that narrowed the Rebels' deficit to 14-10. But he threw
a late interception to D.J. Moore, and four plays later Vanderbilt took a 24-10
lead.

Two-time All-SEC receiver Earl Bennett caught 11 passes for 100 yards, his
ninth career game with at least 100 yards receiving at Vanderbilt.

The Commodores' defense gave up 262 yards but forced six sacks.
Bryan Hahnfeldt kicked a 24-yard field goal for Vanderbilt, and might have

had another. Mackenzie Adams botched the snap on his second attempt.
Joshua Shene kicked a 34-yard field goal to narrow the gap to 7-3, but

missed another.

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ATHENS, Ga. (AP) -- Ole Miss struck early and came within an inch of a two-
touchdown lead in the first quarter but could not hold off the Georgia rushing attack
in a 45-17 defeat to the 15th-ranked Bulldogs Saturday at Sanford Stadium.

Thomas Brown ran for 180 yards - the most for Georgia in six years - and three
touchdowns.

Rebel running back BenJarvus Green-Ellis registered his second 100-yard rush-
ing game and sixth of his career with 108 on 22 carries with a touchdown. Mike
Wallace caught a TD pass for the fourth straight game with his 45-yard grab in the
first quarter, and Seth Adams completed 24-of-35 passes for 228 yards with one TD
and one interception.

The Rebels (1-4 overall, 0-3 SEC) hurt themselves with two turnovers, including
a first-quarter fumble by quarterback Adams on a first-down play at the Georgia 1
when they were trying to take a 14-0 lead.

Georgia (4-1 overall, 2-1 Southeastern Conference) led 17-10 at halftime. Ole
Miss tied the game with an 18-play drive that lasted more than 9 minutes to open
the second half.

The game was tied 17-17 early in the third quarter before Brown, who scored ear-
lier on a 50-yard run, took over. The senior had four carries and one catch for a com-
bined 45 yards on a seven-play touchdown drive that ended with his 4-yard scoring
run. He added a 41-yard touchdown run early in the fourth quarter.

Brown's rushing total was the high for Georgia since 2001, when Verron Haynes
ran for 207 yards against Georgia Tech. He matched his career high with the three
touchdown runs.

Georgia's total of 328 yards rushing was its most in seven years under coach
Mark Richt, topping its 280 yards against Louisiana-Monroe in 2005.

Knowshon Moreno, a freshman, rushed for 90 yards with an 8-yard scoring run.
Freshman fullback Fred Munzenmaier added a 6-yard touchdown run in the final
minute.

snap in the shotgun formation on the second play of the game. Three plays later,
Adams hit McCluster on a deep slant for a 28-yard touchdown 1:32 into the game.

It was the first touchdown since Sept. 30, 2006, for McCluster, who missed the
first four games of the year with a shoulder injury and the last six games of last sea-
son with a neck injury.

After Joshua Shene put Ole Miss up 10-0 at the half with a 27-yard field goal in
the second quarter, Adams hit Hodge for a 17-yard touchdown in the third quarter
for a 17-0 lead.

Louisiana Tech committed 13 penalties for 117 yards and allowed Ole Miss' first
shutout since a 31-0 win over Mississippi State on Nov. 27, 2003.

The 24-point winning margin marked the Rebels' largest under head coach Ed
Orgeron.

The
Rebels took a 24-17 lead into the fourth quarter, when the Crimson Tide used
a 54-yard punt return and 28-yard interception return to score 10 points in the
final eight minutes.

On the critical reversal, Ole Miss quarterback Seth Adams completed a 41-
yard pass to Shay Hodge to give the Rebels possession at the Alabama 4 with
7 seconds left.

Alabama tied the game on the
previous possession on a 3-yard touchdown run by Terry Grant with 7:11
remaining.

Rebel running back BenJarvus Green-Ellis rushed for 131 yards on 20 car-
ries in recording his third 100-yard game of the year, while Adams completed
22-of-40 passes for 284 yards with two TDs and three interceptions. Receiver
Dexter McCluster hauled in a first-quarter TD pass for the second straight game
and finished with a team-high and career-high seven catches for 75 yards.

John Parker Wilson went 26-of-40 for 265 yards and D.J. Hall pulled down 11
receptions for 140 yards. Alabama finished with 420 yards of total offense, but
was plagued by two second-half turnovers and a blocked punt that gave the
Rebels the 24-17 lead into the final period.

Ole Miss defensive lineman Greg Hardy posted career highs of 13 total tack-
les, nine solos, five TFLs, three sacks, two forced fumbles and two QB hurries.

Brandon Cox threw a 34-yard scoring pass to Rod Smith in the final minutes
and Brad Lester rushed for a career-high 96 yards, helping Auburn hold on and
avoid another down-to-the-wire finish.

Patrick Lee set up the drive with an interception in the end zone for the Tigers
(6-3, 4-2 SEC), who were coming off a last-second loss at No. 3 LSU.

They got a scare from the Rebels (2-7, 0-6), double-digit underdogs still seek-
ing their first league win.

Down 10-3, Ole Miss had the makings of an impressive tying drive. Starting
from their own 1, the Rebels surged from the goal line with three consecutive
rushes. Quarterback Seth Adams was hurt on the third play on a hard hit by
Tray Blackmon at the end of a run.

Backup Brent Schaeffer, who nearly led Ole Miss to an upset in last season's
meeting, completed his first three passes and had a 7-yard run to keep the
Rebels moving downfield. Then, with Antonio Coleman rushing toward him, he
flung a pass into the end zone where Lee intercepted it.

That gave Cox and Auburn the ball with 7:03 to go and a chance to put the
game away. Cox converted third-down plays with a 23-yard pass to Smith and
a 12-yarder to Montez Billings.

His biggest throw came on third-and-8 when he again hit Smith, who spun
away from a defender and sprinted into the end zone with 3:15 to play. The TD
pass ensured Auburn wouldn't have a seventh game decided in the final 2 min-
utes.

Smith finished with a career-high 111 yards on eight catches. Lester had 23
carries, including a 1-yard touchdown in the first quarter.

Joshua Shene connected on a 51-yard field goal in the final ticks of the first
half for a 7-3 Tiger lead at the break and supply the lone Rebel points.

BenJarvus Green-Ellis rushed for 62 yards on 13 carries, and Adams com-
pleted 11-of-24 passes for 84 yards.

OXFORD, Miss. (AP) - BenJarvus Green-Ellis rushed for 120 yards and a
career-high three touchdowns, as Ole Miss snapped a three-game losing streak
with a 38-31 win over Northwestern State.

With a 17-14 third-quarter lead, Mike Wallace extended the lead with a 77-
yard kickoff return for a touchdown for Ole Miss (3-7).

The point total was the most for Ole Miss since a 31-28 win over South
Carolina in 2004. The Demons (3-6) rallied with two late scores, and the Rebels
held the ball for the last 3:16 to preserve the win.

Ole Miss built a 17-0 first-quarter lead with 222 yards of total offense and
Green-Ellis' touchdown runs of 41 and 25 yards.

Northwestern State pulled within 17-14 in the opening six minutes of the sec-
ond half on a 28-yard reverse by Tyler Cheramie and a 16-yard pass from
Germayne Edmond to Adam Varnado.

Ole Miss answered with Wallace's kickoff return and a 10-yard touchdown
pass from backup quarterback Brent Schaeffer to Shay Hodge that made it 31-
14.

Defensive tackle Peria Jerry intercepted a pass to set up Green-Ellis' 4-yard
scoring run with 12:01 left for a 38-17 cushion. The Rebels forced three
turnovers, converting two into second-half touchdowns.

But Northwestern State scored twice in the final eight minutes to make the
game close. Edmond scored on a 3-yard run, followed by a 37-yard touchdown
pass from Drew Branch to Kedrin Seastrunk with 3:16 left.
